The ZANSEA Conference 
How Geospatial technology can support Sustainable 
Coastal Zone Management. 

Capacity building, Education, Technology & Innovation

During the 3 last year, the ZANSEA project funded by Statoil ASA, has provided substantial training in 
Geographic Information/Geospatial Systems to the State University of Zanzibar (SUZA) and more 

than ten Zanzibar institutions. The main objectives of the project has been to build local capacity in 
Management of Environmental and Social Data amongst the relevant institutions to support 

improved Coastal Zone Management and develop SUZA to become a regional geospatial centre. 

As part of its achievements the ZANSEA project has developed important infrastructure a a GIS Lab , 
a Spatial Data Infrastructure based on the open-source solution GEONODE, a platform for sharing 
data and knowledge between partners,  produced a Sensitivity Atlas for the Coastal Zone and  has 

as well  developed substantial personnel competence at SUZA and the cooperating institutions. 

This geospatial platform being developed at SUZA through the ZANSEA project has enabled the 
university to become part of a World Bank funded project called Zanzibar Mapping Initiative (ZMI), 
the largest  mapping project in the world using Unmanned Arial Vehicles (UAV) or so called drones. 

This UAV/drone mapping project has raised a lot of interest in Zanzibar and in the region.  In 
addition there is currently being developed “underwater drones” or Remote Operated Vehicles 

(ROV) that will introduce new technology and methods for the marine zone as well.

This conference will be a showcase of the main achievements of the ZANSEA project, discuss how 
different products and outcomes generated have been/could be used. We will  invite participants to 
discuss how new technology and innovation within the geospatial area including UAV’s/drones can 

be a game changer in Research and Education for Coastal Zone Management, Disaster Risk 
Reduction and Climate Change applications. 

Based on the experience of ZANSEA and associated projects, the conference will also discuss ideas 
that could form the basis of a follow-up project.

This conference is a unique opportunity to get up to date with the latest developments in 
geospatial technologies and applications, to get practical knowledge on how they can be 

integrated within your projects … and to network actively with the very active East African 
Geospatial community.
